Gentlemen:

The Animal Welfare League of Pittsylvania County would like to be added to your agenda for the June 16th Board of Supervisors meeting.

We would like to address the following changes we would like the county to make to The Pittsylvania County Animal Control Facility.

1) Allow transfers to State approved rescue organizations at no charge to the organization.

2) Have the facility open on Saturdays for at least two hours to give the animals a better chance of adoption and owners to find and reclaim missing dogs.

3) Guarantee staffing of the facility during the posted hours and public access to the facility.

4) Separate dangerous dogs from those available for adoption.

5) Provide safe, clean, comfortable housing for the animals kept at the facility.

6) Lower the high percentage of euthanasia that results from the inaccessibility of the facility and lack of commitment to adoptions.
7) Create an Animal Shelter Advisory Board to meet monthly about issues pertaining to the county facility.
