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Press Release
The Amherst County Sheriff's Office investigated a complaint of child endangerment on New Year’s Eve regarding an 8 month old male child being burned. 

At approximately 9pm on 12-31-2009, the Sheriff’s Office received a complaint that the child had been injured and was being treated in the Emergency Department for the injuries.  
Sgt J Ingram and Investigator GP Higginbotham investigated the matter and determined the child had been burned in several locations on his body and required emergency treatment. Based on the evidence and interviews conducted, Inv Higginbotham arrested Sandrina Mae Busick, a 19 year old female of Old Wright Shop Road Madison Heights for Child Abuse and Neglect which is a felony. 
Ms. Busick is being held in the Amherst County Jail without bond pending a preliminary hearing in the Amherst J & DR Court.

This case remains under investigation. 

The child was treated and transferred to the University of Virginia Medical Center for further treatment and care.
