At 1:05am on 12/31/2009, officers of the Roanoke County Police Department responded to a building in the Villages at Garst Creek apartments after receiving calls reporting a disorder and gunshots in an apartment.  Officers arrived at 1:10am and pushed open the door to the apartment.  There, they found the victim dead on the floor of her residence.  She had suffered what appeared to be at least one gunshot wound.

The investigation of the shooting led detectives to obtain felony warrants against an acquaintance of the victim.  Warrants are now outstanding charging Shawn Lennell HENRY with Murder and Use of a Firearm in the Commission of a Felony.  HENRY (described above) may be operating the victim's Lincoln Navigator (also described above).  HENRY is believed to be armed and should be considered dangerous.
