DELEGATE LACEY PUTNEY TO SEEK RE-ELECTION

DELEGATE LACEY PUTNEY ANNOUNCED TODAY THAT HE INTENDS TO SEEK ANOTHER TWO-YEAR TERM IN THE VIRGINIA HOUSE OF DELEGATES REPRESENTING THE 19TH HOUSE DISTRICT CONSISTING OF THE CITY OF BEDFORD, MOST OF BEDFORD COUNTY AND MOST OF BOTETOURT COUNTY.


DELEGATE PUTNEY STATED: “WHILE TRAVELING AND ATTENDING COMMUNITY EVENTS THROUGHOUT THE 19TH DISTRICT, I HAVE BEEN ASKED AND ENCOURAGED BY DEMOCRATS, REPUBLICANS, AND INDEPENDENTS TO SEEK RE-ELECTION TO ANOTHER TWO-YEAR TERM IN THE HOUSE OF DELEGATES.

SPECIFICALLY AMONG THESE WILL BE PROPOSALS TO CHANGE THE SCHOOL DISTRIBUTION FORMULA AS WELL AS THE FORMULA FOR THE DISTRIBUTION OF TRANSPORTATION FUNDS, WHICH WOULD BENEFIT URBAN AREAS OF THE STATE TO THE DETRIMENT OF RURAL AREAS SUCH AS THE 19TH DISTRICT.  I WILL USE MY YEARS OF SENIORITY AND STRONG COMMITTEE ASSIGNMENTS IN FIGHTING TO PROTECT OUR DISTRICT FROM THESE SWEEPING CHANGES.
