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At approximately 2:52 AM, Sunday, August 2, 2009, Central Communications in Chatham received a 911 emergency call that a fight was occurring at Lot 6 of Lazy Acres Mobile Home Park in Sutherlin, Virginia.   The caller also said that gunshots were heard from the area of Lot 6.  A second 911 caller stated that the landlord of the Mobile Home Park had been shot.   
Deputies arrived at Lazy Acres Mobile Home Park and found one deceased male, identified as Mark Doss, white male, age 48 of 857 lazy Acres Mobile Home Park Slayton Road Sutherlin, Virginia.  Also found by Deputies was park manager, Irwing Osborne, white male, age 44 of Lazy Acres Mobile Home Park.  Osborne, victim of a gunshot wounds, was transported by emergency personnel to the Danville Regional Medical Center where he was treated and was admitted.

Investigators were on scene until late Sunday morning locating, recovering evidence and interviewing witnesses.  The investigation is continuing and the body of the deceased will be transported to the Medical Examiner’s Office in Roanoke, Virginia on Monday where an official cause of death will be determined.  No charges have been filed at this point in the investigation.
